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Printing Pictures with XP
Windows XP has a Photo Printing Wizard which is ideal for printing several pictures on one A4 sheet.  You will need to know where the folder containing your pictures is located.  
Start by opening “My Computer” and work your way down to the folder containing your pictures.  

Typically this might be :-

My Computer (…..--> My Documents  ( My Pictures  (  Subfolder

On the left, look at the Picture Task Pane and select print pictures.  (You will need to make sure that no pictures are currently selected).

In the wizard, click next.  All the pictures in the folder will be displayed (as thumbnails) with a tick in each check box.  You can now select which pictures to print by use of the clear all or select all buttons or, by selecting individual pictures.  

Note.  The pictures with a tick will be printed. 
Click the next button and then, on the next screen, select Printing Preferences.  Depending upon your printer, select Photo (Best) quality and then click OK.  Click next.

Now look down the left pane (available layouts) to find the layout and size that you want.  Select the number of copies of each picture and then click next.  The printing will now start.  Click finish.
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
